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History of Ahwaz in chronological order
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m Ahwaz Flag in 1956:
Arabistan Liberation Front, founded after the success of the Egyptian revolution in the era of
the late Egyptian President Jamal Abdel Nasser in the revolution of May 23, 1952, The
foundations of the flag affected the Egyptian revolution and the personality Abdel Nasser, and
this was vulnerable across the Arab world.

And carried the regulations of the Ahwazi flag in that period as well as Arabistan Liberation
Front in 1956 and the Democratic Revolutionary Movement for the Liberation of Arabistan
1967; and the Popular Front for the Liberation of Ahwaz in 1968, Continued regulation in
Ahwaz carrying until 1973, where Iraq forced Ahwaz in the era of former Iraqgi President
Ahmed Hassan Al-Bakr to remove the Crescent of flag, Ahwaz replace crescent symbolizing
Ahwaz being a part of Iraq and since that time, Irag named Ahwaz a region , not established
as independent and considered that Ahwaz region is a part of Iragi state.
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m Ahwaz Flag in 1973:

Founded by Iraq during the reign of former Iraqgi President Ahmed Hassan Al-Bakr in 1973 as
a result of tension in relations, Iraq - Iran in that period during the reign of Mohammad Reza
Pahlavi, the Shah of Iran, In response to Iran's support for Iragi Kurds in the north (Kurdistan),
After stirring Ahmed Hassan Al-Bakr in 1973 the Ahwazi case for the formation of pressure on
the Shah's government to get it to stop its support for Iragi Kurds. As a result the crescent flag
was canceled and replaced with circle around star; the circle symbolizes Iraq and the star
being Ahwaz meaning Ahwaz a part of Irag. Iraq denies this meaning and argues that Ahwaz
is a part of the Arab world.
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m Ahwaz Flag in 1983:

Founded the National Council of Ahwaz (parliament) most organizations approved of new
Ahwazi flag in 1983, that were under the umbrella of the parliament, including the National
Liberation Movement of Ahwaz (NLMA) except Arab Front Liberation of Ahwaz (AFLA), and
that its presence in Iraq; The establishment of this flag in response to Iraq continued
interventions in the internal Ahwazi affairs , which was aimed to control by means of
dependency, guardianship and containment, He considered that the Council move in that
period, an expression of rejection of Ahwaz for all forms and manifestations of dependency,
guardianship, and containment. Ahwazi council and NLMA refuse any Iraqi orders. Ahwaz full
independent decision making.
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m Ahwaz Flag: Proposed before the final approval by the National Council of Ahwaz in 1983.
